
Highlights
Studio Gunn appointed Axis for a heritage refurbishment 
programme at The Hurlingham Club in Fulham, south west 
London.
Our works here included general internal repairs and 
redecoration, as well repairs/replacement (timber and glass) 
and redecoration to window and doors.
External works included timber repairs and masonry/render 
repairs. We re-rendered the exterior of the east elevation with 
Expanded Metal Lath (EML) and lime.
We were also contracted to repair the copper on the atrium: 
however, on finding some of it beyond repair, we replaced a 
whole section. We also replaced coping stones.
Additional works included replacement of guttering and 
downpipes.
